JEROME COUNTY PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION MINUTES NOVEMBER 28 2016 6:30 PM

Chairman Jack Nelsen called the meeting to order at 6:23 pm

6:30 PM WORKSHOP
Chairman Jack Nelsen opened the workshop. Larry Hall opened a discussion about refreshing the comprehensive plan. He explained that the Board of County Commissioners has asked him to facilitate the revision. He talked about the table of contents and how to structure it better. The Commission decided they liked the way Larry was approaching the comprehensive plan. 
7:00 BUISNESS MEETING
Chairman Jack Nelsen opened the business meeting. Art Brown spoke about the Snake River Commission. He states that they had a onetime overview about how much agriculture impacts the community. It was given to the Commission for their review. Art brought to Jack Nelsen and Ed Brune’s  attention that they are up in their term at the end of the year. They need to let Art know if they plan to stay on the Jerome County Planning and Zoning Commission. Ed Brune stated that this is his last term. Jack will let Art know before the end of December. The Commission reviewed the October 3rd, 2016 minutes. 
M/S/C	Bill Baker motioned to approve the Minutes as written. The motion was seconded by Mike Tylka and it carried unanimously.
7:15 PM HEARING- MUROD SHARAYOV TRUCK, TRACTOR, REPAIR AND SALES SPECIAL USE PERMIT
Chairman Jack Nelsen opened the hearing. Murod Sharayov, the Applicant and Armen Gyurdzhiyauts, the Translator were sworn in and presented the application. No one testified in support, or in opposition. The Applicant returned for rebuttal and further questions. Jack Nelsen closed the hearing for further testimony.

OLD BUSINESS 
Text Amendments- CHAPTER 19, 20, AND 23 WITH AFFECTED CHAPTERS 2, 6, 7, 12, 13, 13A, 14 AND 21
Chairman Jack Nelsen opened the hearing. Art Brown presented the application highlighting the changes proposed in the Text Amendments. Mr. Brown discussed Chapter 19 and temporary buildings. Chapter 20 allows the Administrator to record unresolved violations which notifies buyers that there is a violation. Chapter 23 changes the appeal process. It is no longer an administrative appeal heard by Planning and Zoning. Once a decision is appealed it will go straight to the Board of County Commissioners. The County Commissioners are in charge of Ordinances so they need to be the ones that determine an interpretation of the ordinances instead of Staff or the Planning and Zoning Commission. It will also save the Applicant 30 to 45 days in this process and up to $600. Jack Nelsen asked Staff about an opposing party review of new information. Variances were removed from Chapter 19 and added to Chapter 6 for height and set back requirements. In Chapter 19, Mr. Brown went through the changes made throughout the chapter. Alan Hansten from North Side Canal Company spoke about how they would like to be aware of any structures being built within 200ft from the water’s edge. There was a discussion and not all Commissioners were in favor of the Canal Company having a right to comment on every structure going in within 200ft of a canal or ditch. The Commission continued the review and asked Staff to discuss “Tiny Homes” with the Building Official. The Staff will review the Chapter 19 irrigation entity, Chapter 23 opposition’s right to rebut, Chapter 6 review tiny homes as RV’s and Chapter 2 questions about exempting canal company’s structures and return for further discussion.

DISCUSSION FOR MUROD TRUCK, TRACTOR AND REPAIR  AND SALES SPECIAL USE PERMIT
Chairman Jack Nelsen reopened the hearing for discussion and decision. They discussed making sure The Applicant could only have so many disabled vehicles. The Commission discussed having some kind of fence or blocking so The Applicant does not encroach upon their neighbors. The Commission went through the eleven conditions. They went through the general standards and decided to approve the Application.

M/S/C	Ed Brune moved to approve the request for the special use permit with the eleven conditions stated from The Staff report on S30, with the addition to number nine (9) to include the sentence, this parking is permitted for motorized equipment with no more than 8 disabled motorized vehicles. Parking will be as designated on the site plan. Adding a twelfth (12) condition of a fence or blocking to prevent encroachment to adjacent property. Using exhibits A14 through AG-17. Mike Tylka seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

GENERAL BUSINESS MEETING
Chairman Jack Nelson opened the business meeting. On December 5th, 2016 the Commission will be meeting for the Hazelton Area of city Impact meeting. They will be hearing Text Amendments, creating Chapter 10 section 2, then they will be having a hearing on the zoning changes for those areas.
