CALL TO ORDER 
Chairman Jack Nelsen called the meeting to order at 7:04 PM

7:00 PM HAZELTON IMPACT AREA – TEXT AMENDMENT 
Chairman Jack Nelsen called the hearing to order. The Jerome County Planning and Zoning Commission met with the Hazelton Planning and Zoning Commission. Art Brown stated that the ordinance was online and anyone could have reviewed it. Mr. Brown went through the zones and explained what each one means, what is permitted in those zones. Mr. Brown went through each standard for the zones. All manufactured or mobile homes would be allowed in the City Impact Area as long as they met the building codes. He talked about subdivision curbs and gutters. He explained requirements for hooking into sewer and water when a property is within 300 feet of services. Jack Nelsen brought up some points on 10-7 section E. He wanted to make sure everyone was comfortable with the verbiage used. The Commission discussed the Zone definitions on E. and F. and ultimately requested Staff to re-write both paragraphs. The city will review after they are re-written. Gene Brown wanted to make one change adding a use to the charts and a definition to the Ordinance. The definition was read by Gene Brown. On page 11 Mr. Nelsen brought up large implements and heavy equipment as permitted uses in commercial and industrial. The Commission discussed the airport overlay and the kinds of services they wanted to be localized in that area. Staff will make changes addressed by the Commissioners. No one testified in support. No one testified in opposition. The Hearing was closed to testimony and was opened for discussion by the Commission.

M/S/C 	Trish Heath motioned to recommend to the Board of County Commissioners to approve Chapter 10 Section II with the following changes, 10-1, cross out ‘for the next 10 years’; 10-7E Staff will re-write the commercial description as discussed; on F Staff will re-write the industrial description as discussed; 10-10 charts under air craft maintenance repair and rebuilding, add a footnote 10 stating within the traffic pattern area where allowed on the special use permit in impact AL, eliminate the special use permit in impact residential, add the footnote to special use permit for impact commercial and impact industrial; page 11, eliminate large implements and heavy equipment; on page 8 add building materials manufacturing with a special use permit in impact AL, not allowed in impact residential, a permitted use in impact commercial and impact industrial; on page 13 under vehicle rental add automotive and add another column for vehicle rental, large implements and heavy equipment with a special use permit in commercial and a permitted use in impact industrial. Not allowed in impact AL or impact residential. Ed Brune seconded. Motion carried unanimously.

8:00 PM  HAZELTON - REZONE
Chairman Jack Nelsen called the hearing to order. Art Brown showed the zoning map to the audience and the Commissions. He showed where the changes were and why they chose where to put certain zones. Nancy Marshall brought to the Commissions’ attention that they were not aware of a parcel that had been de-annexed. Richard Keele testified in opposition. He was concerned that if his parcel got zoned commercial he would not be able to split his property and put another house on it. He would rather have it rural residential. Ron Kempler testified in opposition. He is the general manager of Clearly Building Supply. He asked questions about his development area and potential business expansion. Jackie Pauley testified in opposition. She just bought a house and in the future they had planned to build a larger home on the property. Her concerns were that if they were rezoned her husband could not store his heavy equipment on their property or rebuild aircrafts. Mark Pauley testified in opposition. His concerns were that the area of impact zone was too large. Lola Fitzpatrick was concerned about preserving agriculture land. Her concerns were the ability to build a home and continue agriculture and residential uses. Russell Pharris commented that he had expected a rezone to happen. He stated that this is an aggressive plan. Sean Keele’s wife questioned why it was such an aggressive plan. The Hazelton commission commented that they were trying to stop the large CAFOs from coming in. Tanya Keele questioned about whether or not they would be taxed differently with the rezone. Art Brown explained that you are taxed for what you use your land for. Since she is using her land for residence she will continue to be taxed for residence no matter the zone. The Commissions discussed the future growth for the area of Hazelton.  They discussed the specific requests presented at the meeting. They agreed that commercial is not necessary along all of Valley road at this time and agreed that all of Cleary Building properties should be commercial. They disagreed that the Keele’s property should be removed from the area of city impact and determined that the proximity to the interstate and Hwy 25 interchange is not conducive to further residential development. Mr. Nelsen encouraged the Pauleys to work with Staff to determine allowed uses for their property. Gene Brown and Sarah Brown explained why the Impact Area Plan is aggressive and the careful consideration that went into the plan.

M/S/C 	Trish Heath motioned to recommend to the Board of County Commissioners to approve the rezone for the area of city impact as presented with a change to the quarter mile south of 900 south for three quarters of a mile change from area of city impact commercial to area of city impact AL and to extend the boundaries of the parcel area around the Cleary building property if necessary. Mike Tylka seconded. The motion carried unanimously. The motion was amended to include parcel 5541 in section 32 township 9 range 20 east to be area of city impact residential. The amendment was seconded and carried unanimously.

IMPACT REZONE – EXCLUDED PARCELS
Art Brown presented the two parcels that needed to be excluded from the area of city impact because they are BLM land and the county has no control over them.

M/S/C 	Trish Heath motioned to take the parcels out of city impact and zone them to AL. Mike Tylka seconded. The motioned carried unanimously.
