Meeting convened at 9 A.M.

Commissioner Howell was not present because he was responding to an emergency.	

COMMISSIONER COMMITTEE REPORTS
Commissioner Morley reported from an Idaho Association of Counties (IAC) Elected Officials meeting where he had learned about recent legislation passed by the State Legislature regarding Urban Renewal Agencies.

Commissioner Roemer added that attendees at the IAC meeting had heard from all the elected official committees and the new SIEDO (Southern Idaho Economic Development) director.

Commissioner Roemer had also attended a meeting of the Airport Advisory Board. She said the Snake River Flyers wanted to discontinue its lease at the Hazelton Airport and possibly relocate in the Snake River Canyons Park.

SIGN IRONWOOD QUITCLAIM DEED
Assessor Rick Haberman was present.

Haberman advised that the legal description of property the County wished to deed to the City of Jerome was correct, but he questioned whether a right-of-way should be included on the deed.

· It was determined the Board would consult its legal counsel later in the day.

SIGN JAIL SUBSTANTIAL COMPLETION FORM
Commissioner Roemer reported from LCA Architects that signing a jail completion form was just a formality because the building had already been turned over to the County.

· The matter was continued until a later time.

SIGN FIREWORKS PERMIT
Commissioner Roemer signed a Permit for the Sale of Safe and Sane Fireworks for Family Fun Fireworks, to be used at Days Inn, Jerome.

SIGN DANIEL’S PROPERTY PURCHASE OFFER
The sale agreement was not available for signing.



APPOINT AIRPORT BOARD MEMBER
The Board was in receipt of an e-mail from Airports Manager Garth Baker informing the Commissioners that the Airport Advisory Board had recommended that Chase Fly fill a vacancy on its board.

· A Motion was made by Commissioner Morley to appoint Chase Fly to the Airport Advisory Board. It was seconded and carried with unanimous ayes.

DISCUSS—JAIL PHONE LINE
This matter was continued until afternoon to enable the Board to consult the chairman on his contact with the Scoular Company regarding a phone line on jail property.

BUSINESS AND/OR ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS
The Board signed a Leave Request/Sick Time form for Arthur Brown.

Commissioner Howell signed three Catering Permits for Landmark Beef, Hazelton, to be used May 14, 2016, from 3 P.M.–1 A.M.; May 21, 2016, and May 28, 2016, both from 12 P.M.–1 A.M., all at The Risk Barn.

The Board signed an Employee Wage Change form for Dorina Rodriguez as a newly hired temporary full-time employee in the sheriff’s office, effective May 2, 2016.

CLAIMS
Commissioner Howell signed claims for the April 27, 2016, to May 10, 2016, budget cycle as follows.
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BRENT CULBERTSON—MAINTENANCE REPORT
Maintenance Supervisor Brent Culbertson was present.

Judicial Annex Building Remodeling: Culbertson presented preliminary costs for remodeling the Judicial Annex Building. He said the bids were already more than expected, with estimates for a fire system, roof repair, concrete cutting, and permits still outstanding.

Maintenance: Culbertson reported progress on replacing the roof at the public defenders’ office; stucco repair for the Courthouse; flagpole renovation; and threshold refurbishing.

· Commissioner Roemer asked that Culbertson help with equipment maintenance at the Jerome Airport if necessary. He said he was already cooperating with the Airport personnel but that he would consult the new manager.

Courthouse Security: The Commissioners discussed changes to the Courthouse to provide office security when the building is used after business hours.

· The Board determined to consult legal counsel later that day about allowing 24/7 access to the Courthouse.
	
OPEN BIDS FOR THE JEROME AIRPORT PROJECT
Commissioner Roemer opened and read the three bids that had been received on May 6 for the upcoming Jerome Airport project.

The bids and amounts were from Straight Stripe Painting, Inc., $111,790.16; CR Contracting, LLC, $58,205.20; and Road Products, Inc., $57,769.86.

The bids were mailed to T-O Engineers on May 10 for that firm’s recommendation. 

ART BROWN—PLANNING AND ZONING REPORT
Planning and Zoning Administrator Art Brown, Assistant Administrator Nancy Marshall, and Code Enforcer Bob Wright were present.

Resolution for Suitability Study: Brown said the Sunrise Dairy had submitted an application to expand its operation but not to increase its number of allowed animal units. He added that it was an organic and robotic dairy.

· A Motion was made by Commissioner Roemer to approve Resolution No. 2016-7, Request for a Suitability Determination for Sunrise Organic Dairy. It was seconded and carried with unanimous ayes.

	Location of the Livestock Facility is more commonly known as approximately 2577 E 500 S, Jerome, Idaho 83338.

	THEREFORE, be it resolved the Board of County Commissioners requests the Department of Agriculture to have a site advisory team do a suitability determination on the above-proposed facility.

· A Motion was made by Commissioner Morley to allow Commissioner Roemer to sign as vice chairman a letter requesting the Idaho State CAFO Siting Team to evaluate Sunrise Organic Dairy. It was seconded and carried with unanimous ayes.

Planning and Zoning Report: Brown reported from his monthly written information about the Planning and Zoning Department, citing statistics from the building department, code enforcement, and finances, and reviewing staff activities.

One of the P&Z Office actions had been meeting with the Hazelton P&Z chairman and the City Planning and Zoning Commission regarding an Area of City Impact proposal. A workshop with the Hazelton City Council was planned for May 11.

Wright reviewed zoning violation complaints he had received during April.

TERESA ONEIDA—COUNTY BARBECUE
Civil Deputy Sheriff Teresa Oneida was present.

Oneida asked if the County would provide hamburgers, hot dogs, and buns for 100 employees at an employee barbecue on May 20. She also requested that the Courthouse close from 12:00 to 1:00 that day.

· A Motion was made by Commissioner Roemer to have the County Commissioners pay for meat products for an employee barbecue to be held May 20 from 12 P.M. to 1 P.M., during which time the Courthouse would be closed. It was seconded and carried with unanimous ayes.

DAVID RODRIGUEZ—CONCRETE REPAIR
Rodriguez was not present and was to reschedule at a later date.

Meeting recessed at 11:42 A.M.
Meeting reconvened at 1:15 P.M. with all Commissioners present and Commissioner Howell presiding.

JOSH WALLIN—IT PARTNERSHIP
Chief Deputy Clerk and Technology Specialist Tracee McKim was present. Also present were Josh Wallin and Jeff Blick.

Blick addressed the Board as the account manager for Fisher’s Technology. He said the company had four offices, one of which was in Twin Falls.

Blick informed the Commissioners his company had three divisions—IT, imaging, and software.

Wallin, regional manager, addressed the advantage of having a company, rather than an individual, manage technology, saying a technician would always be available by using Fisher Technology. He added that Fisher’s charges a monthly fee, rather than requiring the County to purchase a block of hours.

Wallin said his firm could solve the problem of the sheriff department’s software not being compatible with SIRCOMM (Southern Idaho Regional Communications).

Blick said Fisher’s had solved viruses within 20-30 minutes.

Commissioner Howell asked Blick how his company would benefit Jerome County and also what entities that Fisher’s had serviced for technology support.

Wallin and Blick were excused.

McKim told the Commissioners she would be more comfortable employing Computer Arts because they have extensive experience with government entities but that she would work with whomever the Board decided to hire.

AL KINGSLAND—NEW TECH SECURITY
Kingsland was not present and was rescheduled for May 23.

DISCUSS—JAIL PHONE LINE, Continued from A.M.
The Board was in receipt of an e-mail from Scott Hedrick Construction stating that the company would cover the cost of burying a phone line on the new jail property.

ARTURO DIAZ AND NORMA MARTINEZ—LIEN SUBORDINATION REQUEST
Social Services Deputy Clerk Lorena Aguilar was present. Also present were Arturo Diaz and Norma Martinez.

Martinez presented a lien subordination request.

Aguilar told the Commissioners that Diaz and Martinez were trying to purchase a home and that their lender required a County lien on the property to be in second position. She also said the director of Social Services recommended the subordination.

Aguilar then translated information to Diaz and Martinez and verified with them that they agreed to a lien on their new property. 

There were no questions from the Board

· A Motion was made by Commissioner Howell to authorize the chair to subordinate the County’s indigent lien on behalf of Arturo Diaz as presented by the subordination agreement from Title One. It was seconded, followed by discussion, and carried with unanimous ayes.

ART BROWN—WORK SESSION FOR REVISIONS TO THE ZONING ORDINANCE
Planning and Zoning Administrator Art Brown, Assistant Administrator Nancy Marshall, and Attorney Mike Seib were present.

Work Session: Marshall asked the Board to review unanimous recommendations made by the Planning and Zoning Commission regarding amendments to Chapter 5, Charts 5-1 and 5-6, and affected Chapters 2, 6, and 13. She said the changes were about confined animals not regulated by Chapter 13, agricultural product and livestock transfer points, and living quarters.

The Commissioners agreed with the P&Z Commission recommendations, but Seib expressed a concern about permitting “farm houses.”
· It was determined the P&Z staff would review the concern and bring a solution to the Board on May 16. A public hearing with the Board was still scheduled for May 31.

Number of P&Z Commission Members: The Commissioners consulted Brown and Marshall about the efficiency of having ten Planning and Zoning Commission members because of a complaint by Dan Miles on May 2.

· The Board determined it was better to have well-rounded discussions from a large number of P&Z members even though it could take longer to reach decisions than with fewer members.

MARISELA IBARRA—PURCHASING REQUISITION FOR JAIL
Deputy Sheriff and Jail Administrator Marisela Ibarra was present.

Ibarra presented a chart showing bids for jail kitchen equipment from six different vendors. The Board discussed the bids and found that Standard was the only company bidding on each of the 72 items requested and had offered the lowest bid.

· A Motion was made by Commissioner Howell to authorize the sheriff’s department to purchase from Standard the submitted kitchen equipment in the amount of $10,925.60. It was seconded and carried with unanimous ayes.

SPEAKERPHONE CONVERSATION WITH DEAN CONDIE REGARDING AIRPORT HOUSING
Clerk/Auditor/Recorder Michelle Emerson, Chief Deputy Clerk Tracee McKim, Attorney Mike Seib, and Airports Manager Garth Baker were present. Present by speakerphone was the outside auditor for the County, Dean Condie.

Airport Housing: Commissioner Howell asked whether providing an employee housing at the Jerome Airport would be considered income. Condie said the housing could be considered as a non-taxable fringe benefit for the employee if the County perceived a need for him or her to live on the Airport premises. He said the County would need to compensate an hourly employee for overtime.

Airport Fuel Charges: Condie said he could work with the County to resolve a complaint regarding fuel charges that had been brought to the Board by George Parker on May 2.
 
Baker thought that Parker should produce all the receipts to document what he believed he had been overcharged, to which Condie agreed.

· Commissioner Howell requested that Baker draft a letter to Parker asking for the necessary receipts.

Emerson, McKim, Baker, and Condie were excused.

Seib advised the Board that it would need to decide the responsibilities of an employee living on County airport property.

MIKE SEIB—LEGAL COUNSEL
Attorney Mike Seib was present.

Sign Memorandum Decision: The Board was in receipt of a written decision reflecting the Board’s approval on April 25 to rezone property belonging to Westec Enterprises from A-1 (Agriculture) to IL (Industrial, Light).

· A Motion was made by Commissioner Howell to sign the Memorandum Decision for a Westec Enterprises zoning map amendment. It was seconded and carried with unanimous ayes.

Sign Surveyor Contract: The Board was in receipt of an Agreement for Professional Services with Grade Tek (George Yerion).

· A Motion was made by Commissioner Howell to sign a surveyor contract as approved by Mike Seib. It was seconded and carried with unanimous ayes.

Sign Interpath Laboratory Agreement: Deputy Sheriff Marisela Ibarra was to make corrections to a contract with Interpath Laboratory and have it signed by that firm before the Commissioners’ signatures.

· A Motion was made by Commissioner Howell to approve the Interpath Laboratory Agreement as corrected. It was seconded and carried with unanimous ayes.
 
Airport Minutes: Discussion of this matter was tabled until May 16.

Claim Documentation: A discussion of amending the Employee/Supervisor Manual to include claim documentation was continued until May 16.

Sign Ironwood Quitclaim Deed, Continued from A.M.: Seib advised he would need to research the Commissioners’ questions about a right-of-way for property being deeded to the City of Jerome.
· The matter was continued until May 16.

Courthouse Security: The Commissioners discussed the liability of a private group having access to the Courthouse 24/7.
· Following a discussion of securing the Courthouse for outside uses, it was determined Commissioner Howell would e-mail a representative from the ham radio group who had requested an office in the Courthouse to advise him that the Commissioners would not allow the group accommodations at the present time.

APPROVE CLAIMS
· A Motion was made by Commissioner Roemer to approve the claims as presented. It was seconded and carried with unanimous ayes.

The Board signed a Claims Approval Report dated May 9, 2016, for the Indigent Fund, with a grand total of $3,779.19.

The Board signed a Claims Approval Report dated May 9, 2016, with a grand total of $180,500.87 for the following funds: General, Airport, District Court II, Justice, Indigent, Revaluation, Weeds, and Drug Trust.

READ AND APPROVE MINUTES
· A Motion was made by Commissioner Morley to approve the minutes of April 26 as read. It was seconded and carried with unanimous ayes. 




INDIGENT MATTERS
The Social Services director had requested a Release of Lien for a couple buying a house because they had already signed a new Consent to Lien and a new promissory note to repay the County for their medical expenses.

· A Motion was made by Commissioner Howell to authorize the chair to sign a lien release for Reuben Coca-Lopez and Nadia Poot-Ortiz. It was seconded and carried with unanimous ayes.

· A Motion was made by Commissioner Morley to follow staff recommendations for indigent matters. It was seconded and carried with unanimous ayes. Denied were Case Nos. 1516-083; 1516-081; 1516-082; 1516-094; and 1516-084; dismissed were Case Nos. 1516-044; 1516-037; 1516-035; 1516-065.
